Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized or grounding-type plug.  A polarized plug has two blades with one wider than the other.  A grounding type plug has two blades and a third grounding prong.  The wide blade or the third prong is provided for your safety.  If the provided plug does not fit into your outlet, consult an electrician for replacement of the obsolete outlet.

Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched particularly at plugs, convenience receptacles, and the point where thy exit from the apparatus.

10.
Unplug this apparatus during lightning storms or when unused for long periods of time.
11.      Refer all servicing to Port City Amps.  Servicing is required when the apparatus has been damaged in any way, such as power-supply cord or plug is damaged, liquid has been spilled or objects have fallen into the apparatus, the apparatus has been exposed to rain or moisture, does not operate normally, or has been dropped.

The operation should be almost completely intuitive if you are familiar with tube amplifiers. However, just in case…….
Operating Instructions

Plug your amp in 
CAUTION:  Visually inspect the power cord plug for damage before each use.  Do not use it if it appears damaged. Always use a grounded/earthed AC socket. Never use a socket adapter that will not ground the amplifier. To reduce the risk of fire or electrical shock, do not expose your amplifier to rain or moisture. 

NOTE: Your Port City Orleans amplifier is wired for – 120 VAC.
Plug your bass in

First, turn the Volume knob down – counterclockwise – as far as it will go. Then plug your ¼-inch plug (standard guitar cord) into the input of the amplifier.
Plug your speaker cable from your cabinet into the back speaker jack.

The speaker out provides a 4, 8 or 16 ohm load to your cabinet. If you use more than one cabinet and have them both pluged in the the main and extention jacks you will need to adjust the ohm setting. (Example: If you have two 8 ohm cabinets running from the back of the amp you will need to set the ohm selector to 4 ohms.) 
Turn it on 

The Power Switch turns your amplifier ON and OFF. The indicator light glows when the amplifier is turned on.

Turn standby off
Doing this sends the audio signal/load to the speaker. Make sure your Orleans is connected to a speaker cabinet before doing this!!!

Turn it up

Time to get your groove on……..
More technical information

Circuit Topology
The preamp and power stage signal paths are both 100% tube. The combination of three dual triode tubes along with four 6L6 based power tubes yields 100 watts RMS output. 
Amplifier Maintenance

Besides the normal replacement of the indicator light and vacuum tubes/valves, your Orleans amplifier should require very little maintenance. However, if you notice a change in the performance or the sound of the amp, or if have any questions regarding your amp’s performance please contact Port City Amps.

Tubes are warranted for 30 days while components (transformers, capacitors etc.) are warranted for 1 year. While parts and componets are covered in this warranty labor is NOT and will be billed at an hourly rate.
